Build a society

Aim: 
Stimulates reflection about values in a good society and how they are being protected

Equipment: 
Draft from a book, big papers (posters).

Time: 

1-2 school hours

Level: 

Advanced

Content:

· Divide the class into groups of ca.6 students each.

· Introduce the exercise:

We live in a good society, but it is still not good yet. Therefore it has been decided that a group of “ young, promising” will be given the opportunity to create a new society, with its own laws and rules. The goal is of course that society is going to become much better than today. The ideal is also that the rest of the world will be able to follow. 

The young people are being given all the resources they want from the government; in return they have to create a society that is good for all human beings to live in.  Among other things they have to write a basic Constitution.

· Distribute the paper with exercises:

· Identify values and needs that are central to the “ideal” society.

· Find out how the society in the best possible way can protect these values.

· Create a basic constitution.

· Distribute the big papers (posters) and ask the groups to write down the answers on each of the papers.

· Put up the posters in class.

· Let each of the groups present their results.

· Discuss in plenary: What is the conclusion from this exercise?

· Write down on the blackboard.

· You can possibly use the Universal Declaration of Human Rights to find out how it relates to the answers of the groups.
