Human Rights Balloon Exercise
Aim: 
Promote reflection around the relative values of the articles of the Declaration of Human Rights

Level: 
Middle and advanced. The students should already have been through the Declaration of Human Rights at an earlier point in time. 

Time: 20 - 30 minutes

Equipment: a copy of the Declaration of Human Rights for each participant (schools can ask the students to load this down from the internet as the first task).

Content: 

1. Divide the students into groups of 4 or 5.
2. Tell them that each of the articles is a brick, and that they are flying in a balloon 100 m. The balloon starts falling. Tell the students to arrange the rights in the order they would throw them out.
Debriefing: 

3. Go through their answers in plenum, and compare and discuss them.
