The IF-game 

Aim: 
Make the students reflect on the values that are important to them. Are these values important for the society? 

Equipment: 
Pen and paper

Time: 

60 minutes

Level: 

Middle

Content:

The students work individually.

The teacher says: How would the world be like if:

· Somebody gave you 10 million

· You had the power of superman

· You were the president of the United States.

Give the students pen and paper. Ask them to draw how their world would be according to the different situations. The students get 6-7 minutes for each question. Give out some pictures with different motives in each category, and discuss in the class what kind of values the different pictures are reflecting.

· Are there big differences?

· Are there any values that everyone can share?

· Are there any values a society would not do without?

· Relate this to human rights; do these values exist in all societies? (For example freedom of speech, the right to education etc.)
