LISTEN OR NOT
Aim: 
gives the participants experience of how difficult it is to tell a good story when someone is not listening, and how easy when they are!

Time: 15 minutes

Content: 

The participants work in pairs. Give them a few minutes to think of a story they would like to tell their partner. 

One begins to tell the other his/her story. The partner shows signs of boredom, inattentiveness, watches the others in the class room, fiddles with her phone etc. 

They swap roles, and now the first one has a chance to take revenge, by showing a similar innattentiveness.

When they have finished, ask them to repeat the excercise, only this time their partner will use all of their listening skills, stay focused, show interest and make encouraging remarks.

Debriefing:

Ask them not only to explain how this felt, but why they think it is so difficult to tell a story to an inattentive audience.
