My day if………..

Aim: 

Get to know values and how they shape us as human beings. See values in relation to needs. The exercise is good as a starting point to further focus on human rights. 

Equipment: 
Pen and paper.

Time: 

20-30 minutes

Level: 

All

Content:

The exercise is working well in order to focus on the values and the needs of the students, and it is therefore a good starting point for education on human rights.

· Ask each student to draw the world in the way he/she wanted it if he/she won 1 million US$. (How would they spend their money?)

· Discuss the drawings together in class. Each student shows his/her picture and explains the drawing to the rest of the class.

· The teacher writes bullet points on the black board. Previous experiences from this game around the world show that the students are drawing much of the same – without respect to their various backgrounds. Almost every student would draw a house and a car. Western students would often add more luxury items, such as branded clothes etc., while students in developing countries would focus more on food and health.
