Peace-war-peace


Aim: 

Reflection around how difficult it is to go back to the starting point when war already has broken out.

Equipment: 
Paper and colour pencils

Time: 

20 minutes

Level: 

Middle

Content:

· Give out sheets and colour pencils to the students.

· Ask them to draw what they related to peace (it could be a flower, a pigeon etc.). Let them draw in about 5 minutes.

· Ask them to draw in the same picture what they relate to war. 5 minutes.

· Without wiping out anything, the teacher as them to draw peace back in the picture.

Following up:

· Ask the students what they think is the aim of this exercise?

· Was it difficult to draw peace back in the war drawing?

· Why do you think you were not allowed to wipe out the previous drawing? (In a real post-war situation you cannot wipe out the past.)

· Can the class draw any conclusion from this exercise?
