Pictionary
Aim: 

The aim is to raise the awareness of the participants’ own stereotypes of each other’s religions, and to promote discussion around the correctness/falsity of these stereotypes
Equipment : pen and paper, tape
Level: all levels 

Time: 40 minutes

Method:
Divide the participants into groups.

Ask each group to take a sheet of paper for each religion to be discussed. Ask them to draw on each paper symbols, images or pictures that summarize or represent that religion for them. (20 minutes)

After 20 minutes ask them to stick the drawings up on the wall under headings: “Christianity”, “Buddhism”, “Islam” etc.  Give them 10 minutes to go round and look at each other’s drawings.

Gather them together again, and take each religion one at a time. Ask:

Did you all have the same “picture” in your head of this religion?

How true do you feel this picture is? 

Was your picture a typical stereotype? – a positive, negative or neutral stereotype? 

Have you changed your picture after this discussion?
