Aim: 
The exercise has two aims; to try to create a classroom democracy and to visualise why democracy is important for the human rights.

Equipment: 
Pen and paper

Time: 

30-45 minutes

Level: 

Youth and advanced

Content:

· Tell the students to discuss what are the characteristics of good rules. Not examples of good rules, but only characteristics. Divide the class into suitable groups and tell them to write a list of the characteristics.

· Then the characteristics are written on the blackboard.

· Write the following questions:

· Who is making good rules?

· Who are the good rules made for?

· Use the answers to discuss the classroom-rules. What are good classroom-rules and how do they work?

· Draw parallels nationally.
