Women and human rights
Aim: 

To raise consciousness among the students about gender roles in today’s society. 

Equipment: 
Article 2 from the International Declaration on Human Rights 

Time: 

90 minutes

Level: 

Advanced

Content:

· The student will work in pairs and try to list all the different tasks in a household, interior and exterior, including tasks in relation to children, car, boat etc.

· Then make a common list on the blackboard.

· Divide into groups of six with similar number of boys and girls in each group.

· Ask the students to talk about how many boys/men and girls/women there are in their households.

· Ask them to write down what each person does in their household.

· If there is an equal distribution women and men, is there an equal distribution of tasks?

· Are there tasks on the list that only women can do? If yes, why?

· Are there tasks that only men can do? If yes, why?

· After 20 minutes, go through the answers in plenary.

· Are there any differences in the tasks among the students of multicultural origin and those of native origin? If yes, how and why?

· Let the students go back in their groups and read article 2 in the International Declaration.

· Do you think that the girls and the boys are being treated the same way in your school?

· Are there areas in or outside school that boys and girls do not have the same opportunities?

· Is it boys or girls who most often take the initiative to relationships?

· Are girls and boys always treated with the respect they deserve? If not, in which way?

· Are there any cultural differences in how one behave in relation to the opposite sex? If yes, which differences? Which are good? Which are bad?

· Are women and men evenly distributed in positions throughout society? If not, why is the distribution uneven?

· Even though there is still an uneven distribution among the sexes, there is today much less commitment among the women against the uneven distribution (with special reference to Norway), why? 

· How is the situation in other countries? What can be done to improve the situation?

· Finally discuss in plenary.

Universal Declaration of Human Rights, Article 2:

Everyone is entitled to all the rights and freedoms set forth in this Declaration, without distinction of any kind, such as race, colour, sex, language, religion, political or other opinion, national or social origin, property, birth or other status.

Furthermore, no distinction shall be made on the basis of the political, jurisdictional or international status of the country or territory to which a person belongs, whether it is independent, trust, non-self-governing or under any other limitation of sovereignty.
